




















Arts Hub Project

PRISMA is establishing a 5,000-square-foot performing arts
and cultural hub within the Townsite Market building in
Powell River. This facility will serve as PRISMAs permanent
base for administrative operations, events, and storage,
while providing affordable space, infrastructure, and support
for smaller arts and cultural organizations in the qathet
Region. With a 10-year lease secured, the hub will address
the need for shared resources and facilities, fostering artistic
innovation, collaboration, and sustainable growth.

Opver the course of 2025, the space will be transformed
through leasehold improvements. Amenities will include:

* A large, flexible multi-use area for rehearsals, performances,
and events — accommodating diverse user groups and
fostering artistic co-creation

e Soundproofed rehearsal and office spaces, maximizing
productivity and focus

e Climate-controlled storage for instruments and equipment,
protecting valuable assets for the long term

® An industrial kitchen specially designed for catering,
culinary arts demonstrations, tastings, and special events

® Cutting-edge technology (sound, lighting, projection,
livestream) that enhances the production value of events
while connecting artists and audiences globally

The hub will serve as a cultural nexus, integrating diverse
practices and fostering engagement with the Tlaamin Nation
and other communities. By promoting inclusivity and
reducing barriers to participation, the project will provide
intercultural dialogue and artistic opportunities.

Beyond PRISM A’s needs, the hub will provide shared
resources for regular and occasional users, filling a regional
void for mid-sized, configurable venues with capacity for
200-250 people. Its flexible spaces will accommodate one-off
bookings, touring groups, and community events, fostering
collaboration and the cross-pollination of ideas and cultural
traditions to support underrepresented art forms.

The hub’s open-concept layout, expansive ocean views,
and industrial post and beam aesthetic will inspire
innovative approaches to the performing arts, creating a
welcoming, dynamic space that attracts artists, audiences,
and cultural professionals. It is poised to become a creative
magnet, enriching the qathet Region’s artistic vibrancy and
contributing to the broader Canadian arts landscape.

The arts hub will be a key economic driver for Powell River,
attracting visitors for performances, workshops, and events.
This will generate economic spinoffs through increased foot
traffic, hotel stays, and dining, benefiting local businesses,
tourism, and job creation. Additionally, the hub will foster
community pride, strengthen local business connections,
and enhance property values, making the historic Townsite a
more vibrant and attractive destination.
